Niven Burge took a 
lights-to–flag victory in 
the opening round of 
the Dunlop Mini Se7en 
Challenge at Rocking-
ham.  He led off the 
line from pole position 
to dominate the race, 
pulling out  a gap to 
the rest of the field.  

 

The only threat to his 
first ever win came in 
the closing stages as 
Kane Astin, who had 
started from the back 
of  the grid after the 
drive shaft broke on his 
car before qualifying, 
c a m e  s t o r m i n g 
through to finish less 
than a second behind 
the number 8 Mini.  

 

The result at Rocking-
ham marked Niven’s 
first ever win in the 
category but there 
was no time to cele-
brate after the race 
because he had to 

jump straight into his 
Miglia.  An early battle 
for 5th place with 
Sarah Munns was 
great to watch from 
the grandstands but 
the icing on the cake 
came when he posted 
the fastest lap of the 
race.  He came home 
fifth behind race win-
ner Andy Hack. 

 

Afterwards it was all 
smiles on the Se7en 
podium as Niven 
Burge collected his first 
winners trophy. "I'm 

over the moon - ec-
static! I've had a few 
problems - the Se7en 
caught fire in the 
trailer in Kent and I 
nearly lost both.  Then 
we got the Miglia out; 
fired it up and the 
cambelt chewed itself 
up and finally this 
morning I nearly set 
fire to camper doing 
some toast.  So with 
three bad things out of 
the way it was a lot 
better; really good in 
fact." 
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The rain that had 
‘plagued’ us during the 
week, at last decided to 
stop for our first round of 
the Dunlop Great and 
British series at Rocking-
ham, held on the site of 
the old British Steel foun-
dry near Corby.  

 

This was a two-day 
event, the Club deciding 
to stick together on Sat-
urday as opposed to the 
Mini 7’s and the Miglias 
racing on separate days. 
I had slight fears that the 
entries would be dra-
matically down, what 
with the credit crunch 
‘and all that’, but I was 
pleasantly surprised to 
see that 19 Mini 7’s and 
18 Mini Miglias went out 
in the morning to qualify. 
Kevin O’Shea, a new 
race Member in his S 
class Se7en, told me that 
he had a saga of prob-
lems at this his first meet-
ing. As a result he 
‘qualified’ along with the 
Miglias where two new 
Members had joined the 
ranks, namely Dave 
Drew in the ex Ian Curley 
Silver Machine and 
Aaron Smith in the ex 
Sarah Munns car. 

 

In the afternoon the 
weather slowly warmed 
up and the small public 
attendance was treated 
to two good races from 
the M7RC. Niven Burge 
led the race from pole to 
win the Se7en race and 
Andy, I leave my race 
entry to the last minute 
Hack, had a good old 
tussle with Mark Smith 
and Ralph Saunders to 
win the Miglia race. Both 
races were run over 10 
laps following the request 
from the Club in 2008. 
Our only lady driver, 
Sarah Munns, was well 
placed in the Peter Bald-
win car, when the car 

slowed dramatically and 
retired: what happened 
Sarah? It was nice to see 
a good turn out of S 
Class Se7ens, maybe at 
last this introductory for-
mula is beginning to ap-
peal, especially when 
running costs need to be 
considered. 

 

After Steve Burns had 
given a drivers’ briefing, I 
decided to give a quick 
update on Club matters 
along with welcoming 
the new faces to our 
Club. The main topic was 
the forthcoming MINI 
United event at Silver-
stone {May 22 nd  – 24th 
inc.} on the Grand Prix 
circuit. This will certainly 
be a ‘one-off’ opportu-
nity to drive the GP cir-
cuit, along with being 
housed in the pit lane 
garages, being part of 
probably the biggest 
celebration of the 50 th 
anniversary of the Mini in 
2009 and also to have 
two races at a very 
cheap entry fee. The 
practice on Friday will be 
FREE……. in this case free 
means NO CHARGE, not  
to be confused with go-
ing onto the track as 
long as you like with 
other formulae. The con-
cern of where we will be 
parking has been over-
come, as I was told that 
somewhere on the circuit 
would be found for our 
trailers, cars, lorries etc.

Alan 
Dawkins for being the 
liaison between the Club 
and the race authority 
and the Jackson Two for 
organising the trophies 
and the presentation 
podium and Phil Harvey 
for supplying the bubbly.
