Andy Hack and Kane
Astin are certainly the
men to beat as they
continued their winning
ways at Brands Hatch
earlier this month.

Kane scored his third
straight win in a row
from pole position
while his nearest rival
Niven Burge had to
settle for third place
behind Max Hunter,
who takes his un-
beaten run of podium

finishes to 28 since July
2006.

Andy found himself in
unfamiliar territory on
the Mini Miglia grid,
heading up row two
behind pole position
holder Dave Drew and
Paul Thompson. How-
ever after a demon
start the reigning
champion from
Mursley (NOT LUTON!)

Novice Mini  Miglia
racer Dave Drew had
a dream weekend at
Brands Hatch where
his JD Motors com-
pany was sponsoring
the two races. In only
his fourth race, and on
his first visit to Brands
Hatch, the driver from
Alton put his car on

pole position, half a

second faster than the
rest of the field. He
then converted this to
his first podium finish.

Round 4: Brands Hatch

DREAM PoDIUM FOR DREW AS HACK WINS

David Drew was the man of
the moment as he secured
pole position and a podium
place in only his fourth race
in the Championship. The JD
Motors Trophy race on the
short Brands Hatch Indy cir-
cuit saw reigning champion
Andy Hack take his fourth
win from four starts and con-
tinue his relentless charge to
his third successive Miglia
title.

The qualifying session proved
to be quite eventful with
Ralph Saunders finding him-
self in the Paddock Bend
gravel trap after Mark Smith
in his eagerness to latch
himself on to Andy Hack's tail
in the hope of securing a
productive tow omitted to

notice that Ralph was occu-
pying the piece of tarmac

he was craving. Dave Drew
secured pole with a 54.704
lap to head the nineteen

car entry with Paul Thomp-
son alongside and Andy
Hack and Sarah Munns filling
row two.

Hack managed to find the
narrowest gap on the inside
of Drew on the run to Pad-

dock to take the lead with
Paul Thompson finding a
rapid outside route to tuck in
behind him. Ralph Saunders
was slow off the line after
losing first gear but fortu-
nately second gear was
ready and willing enabling
him to begin his rapid pursuit
of the field. Hack and
Thompson were soon dicing
for the lead with Drew hold-
ing a small gap over a four
car dice for fourth involving
Mark Smith, Dave Edge-
combe, Sarah Munns and
Colin Peacock.  Saunders
was clawing back places
and was already up to ninth
by lap 5. Thompson's at-
tempts to dislodge the
leader were meeting stub-
born resistance as Drew and
Smith tagged themselves on
to the lead battle, which
made a thrilling spectacle.
Munns was holding fifth, with
Peacock and Edgecombe
still disputing sixth, with Mark
Sims and Ralph Saunders
edging ever closer.

Smith finally found a way
past Drew on the inside on
the run down to Graham Hill
Bend on lap 11. Saunders

continued to improve his
position, passing Sims and
Edgecombe on successive
laps to advance to seventh
two laps from the flag.

Close dices were taking
place throughout the order

with Robert Morris eventually
getting the better of Phil

Harvey in their scrap for six-
teenth. Andy Hack repelled

all the efforts of his chasing
trio to relieve of the lead,

which saw Mark Smith coast
to a halt on the final lap after

suffering a broken cam belt,

promoting Dave Drew back

up to third behind Andy

Hack and Paul Thompson.
Sarah Munns, Colin Peacock
and ‘The Comeback Kid’

himself, Ralph  Saunders,
completed the top half

dozen runners. Mark Smith
did have the consolation of

setting a new lap record .

Not surprisingly, after such a
cracking race, all three driv-

ers on the podium were
quick to praise each other

for the clean racing tactics

throughout.  We  wouldn't
expect any thing less in a
mini race, would we?

KANE ISABLETO EXTEND SERIESLEAD

Three wins in a row have
established Kane Astin at
the head of the Se7en
challenge as he with-
stood the best efforts of
Max Hunter and Niven
Burge to dislodge him
from the lead. Astin
headed the twenty two
car entry to set a pole lap
of 60.230s, with his nearest
championship rival along-
side him on the front row.

Mike Rayner made his
Mini Se7en debut in a car
previously raced by his
brother. Both  Nathan
Burge and Andrew Ruth-
ven experienced terminal
mechanical problems
which prevented them
from starting the race.

Niven Burge got the bet-
ter start to lead the field
into the first corner from
Kane Astin, Graeme Davis
and Max Hunter. How-
ever Astin wasted no time
in moving back into the

lead as he passed Burge
on the inside line into Dru-
ids on the opening lap.

Max Hunter was also
quick to advance his po-

sition, passing Graeme
Davis on the inside line
into Paddock Hill Bend on
lap 2. Davis remained
fourth, heading a six car
battle consisting of Ricky
Horne, James Coulson,
Paul Spark, lan Deviny
and Graham Edwards.

Max Hunter swept around
the outside line into Pad-
dock Hill Bend to move
ahead of Niven Burge for
second place on lap six.
Further back lan Deviny
made progress through
the chasing pack to
climb to fifth, despite
Ricky Horne's best efforts
to retain the position.
Astin saw his lead re-
duced by Hunter as the
laps unfolded, but still
held a 2.6 second advan-

tage at the chequered

flag. Niven Burge was
third, with Graeme Davis
retaining fourth by the
slimmest of margins from
lan Deviny and Ricky
Horne.

Julian Affleck was the
comfortable winner of the

S Class and Mike Rayner
made good progress,
knocking over four sec-
onds off his qualifying
time.

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A LOOK BACK AT MARCH 1967

The Mini 7 Racing Club
can trace its roots
back to the first For-
mula Mini 7 race at
Brands Hatch in July
1966 however what
isn't so well known is
how big the Mini 7
Club was in those
days. We have been
sent a copy of the
March 1967 Mini-Mag
(the Mini 7 Club
Magazine) and it does
make for nostalgic
reading.

The Mini 7 Club was
made up of seven dif-
ferent centres -

London,
Midlands

South Midlands
East Midlands
North Western
Western

East Anglia

Each centre had their
own committees re-
porting to the Mini 7
Club Executive Coun-
cil chaired by John
Stanton. The Club also
had a President and
two Vice Presidents
with John Cooper in
the lead role, along
with Graham Hill and
Sir John Whitmore.

Here is an extract from
the Racing Scene
section of the maga-

zine there is some in-
teresting comments
regarding the new For-

mula Mini 7 and the
late, great Gerry Mar-

shall's outing in the
small 850cc Mini -

‘Other interesting
sights were the
full field for a
new forumla , i.e.
Formula  Mini-7,
which was ex-
tremely hearten-
ing for the pro-
moters of this in-
expensive way of
motor racing
and the speed of
Gerry Marshall in
the Blydenstein
850. One of our
photos shows

Gerry who unmis-

takably fills the
front of the car
and he agreed that it
was asking 850cc to
take a big weight pen-
alty when 17 stone
was in the driving seat!
In fact he was pushed
by Frank Reynolds, in a
car prepared by Phil
Wicks who recorded
fastest lap of 63 secs.’

It was interesting to
note the lap time
around Brands Hatch
but obviously the track
has changed in the
last 43 years.

On the letters page
there was obviously a
debate raging at the

time regarding the

rising costs in the new
budget formula with

engine tuning pushing

the costs up - nothing
really changes only
the cost! The letter by
J Sanders refers to the
cost of an 850cc unit
at £250, which was
deemed to be de-

feating the spirit and

purpose of the For-
mula.
