I was looking through the 
two issues of Pitlane 
Magazine I produced for 
the Club in 2000.  In those 
days, before electronic 
media really took off, we 
produced a quarterly 
printed magazine and 
flicking through the cop-
ies I have kept in my ar-
chive I noticed that I 
wrote two editorial 
pieces, so it is nice to go 
full circle and return to 
writing a column, even if 
it is for one month only.   

 

The two editorials I wrote

tained my links with the 
Club and returned to the 
role in 2006.   I enjoy 
working in motorsport but 
while the other roles I 
perform are essentially 
jobs that pay the bills, 
none of them match the 
enjoyment I get from 
working for the Mini 7 
Racing Club. 

 

It is pleasing to see the 
grid sizes steadily improv-
ing, with forty six cars at 
Donington matching the 
Silverstone MINI United 
grids.  However we must-
n’t get complacent and 
part of my role for the 
Mini 7 Racing Club is to 
increase the membership 
numbers, both racing 
and non racing.  In the 

past month I’ve taken 
three enquiries for racing 
membership, passing 
them onto the driver’s 
reps Andy Ruthven and 
Mark Sims to answer their 
questions.  Hopefully 
these drivers will choose 
to join us later this year or 
in 2010.   

 

The biggest hurdle we 
have to overcome in 
attracting new racing 
members is the percep-
tion that racing in Mini 
Se7ens or Mini Miglias is 
expensive for the club 
racer compared to other 
championships.  We 
know this not to be the 
case but how do we 
communicate this to the 
rest of the UK’s mo-
torsport enthusiasts?  We 
made a start by produc-
ing the ‘Let’s Go Racing’ 
article in the 2008 Pitlane 
Magazine and an elec-
tronic copy of this fea-
ture is available in the 
download section of the 
website.  The two page 
test feature that ap-
peared in Motorsport 
News last year also 
helped raise awareness 
while highlighting the 
costs associated with the 
three different classes of 
cars that run in the two 
championships.  The 
quality of the racing must 
also play a factor any 
decision because a rac-
ing driver wants to do just 
that – race!  It’s no good 
going for a cheaper al-
ternative and have no 
one to compete with.  
The Mini Se7ens and Mini 
Miglias offer the best 
value for money racing 
in the UK bar none! 

 

For me one the main key 
messages is the internal 
racing ladder.  Someone 
can join the Club, race 
an S Class Se7en to gain 
experience on a limited 

budget and then pro-
gress through the stan-
dard Se7ens and then 
onto Miglias.  With four 
cars competing in the 
2009, the Se7en S Class 
has been transformed 
and we have highlighted 
this class by presenting 
the class winner with their 
own trophy and a sepa-
rate report in the monthly 
newsletter.  On the other-
side of the coin Aaron 
Smith and Dave Drew 
have proven an experi-
enced racer can jump 
straight into a Miglia and 
be competitive. That is 
the beauty of the differ-
ent levels with the Mini 7 
racing structure; it offers 
something for everyone. 

 

However I firmly believe 
the biggest asset we 
have is you, the mem-
bers, and the camarade-
rie that is shown around 
the paddock.  When 
Nuno rolled his car at 
Silverstone everyone ral-
lied round to help him 
get his car back on the 
grid.  I made sure this 
fact was communicated 
to the press.  This is not 
the first time that one 
team has helped an-
other, and nor will it be 
the last, but it this willing-
ness to help out a rival 
that gives this club its USP 
(Unique Selling Point) 
and this is what will help 
bring other drivers into 
the M7RC fold.   
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Hopefully you’ve all no-
ticed the upgrades 
we’ve been undertaking 
to the website.  The web-
site is our shop window 
and is extremely impor-
tant to make it as easy as 
possible to navigate, to 
keep people coming 
back.  The new audio 
interviews, the online 
shop, the shortened non 
members newsletter and 
other improvements 
have helped increase 
the number of visitors to 
the site and has resulted 
in converting some of 
these visitors into non 
racing members.     

I am constantly looking 
for ways to get our mes-
sage across to a wider 
audience.  However in-
ternal communications is 
just as important as exter-
nal.  This monthly news-
letter and the online fo-
rum are your opportunity 
to make your voice 
heard as well as the 
committee’s way of in-
forming you what is go-
ing on in your club.  So if 
you, the members, have 
an idea or would like to 
see something changed, 
send me an email and 
the committee will look 
at your suggestions.   

 

We have a new trophy 
sponsor from Combe 
onwards and a very 
warm welcome to Giles 
Insurance. 

 

Castle Combe is next 
and after missing the 
races at Brands Hatch 
and Donington Park I’m 
pleased to say I will be 
attending the final three 
meetings of the 2009 
season.

when he slowed through 
McLeans on lap one with 
a broken differential, 
bringing a premature 
end to his race.  

 

As the reigning cham-
pion broke clear, a four 
way scrap for second 
developed headed by 
Mark Smith from Mark 
Sims, Paul Thompson and 
Sarah Munns.  Owen 
Stinchcombe's race 
ended in the gravel trap 
on the second lap. Dave 
Edgecombe tagged 
himself on to the dice for 
second on lap 3 as Pea-
cock had moved up to 
ninth, with Paul Brown 
and Dave Drew his next 
targets.  

 

Paul Thompson moved 
into second at the Mel-
bourne Hairpin on lap 
four and led Munns, 
Smith, Edgecombe and 
Sims, with Peacock clos-
ing on this group in rapid 
style. He passed both 
Edgecombe and Smith 
to climb to fifth on the 
sixth lap and soon 
latched on to the rear 

Andy Hack made it five 
wins out of five as he re-
corded another domi-
nant victory, with Colin 
Peacock grabbing the 
attention after recover-
ing from a poor start to 
finish a fighting second. 
Hack was over a second 
under Stewart Drake's 
thirteen year old lap re-
cord as he headed the 
twenty qualifiers, with 
Peacock alongside him 
on the front row after 
setting a time just 0.410 
of a second adrift. Tony 
Le May was out for the 
first time this year and 
earned a seventh row 
slot alongside Nuno Pi-
menta. 

 

At the start Hack was 
quickest off the line to 
head Ralph Saunders, 
Mark Smith and Sarah 
Munns into Redgate. 
Peacock got bogged 
down at the start and 
found himself swamped 
by the majority of the 
field, dropping as low as 
thirteenth on the open-
ing lap before com-
mencing a remarkable 
recovery. Saunders' run 

bumper of Sims's Miglia.  
The Clearson Print Man-
agement sponsored Mini 
provided stubborn resis-
tance to Peacock’s at-
tempts to dislodge him. 
On lap 9 Peacock finally 
found a way through on 
the inside into McLeans 
and quickly moved up to 
third place ahead of 
Sarah Munns before the 
start of the final lap.  Fur-
ther back Phil Harvey 
and Robert Howard were 
having a close scrap for 
twelfth, with Robert Hum-
phreys and Keith Alling-
ton doing likewise as they 
disputed fifteenth.

Paul 
Thompson coasted to a 
halt at the Melbourne 
Hairpin on the final lap, 
enabling Colin Peacock 
to claim second after an 
excellent recovery drive. 
Mark Sims took the final 
podium, his second of 
the season.

The fifth race of the 2009

Kane Astin maintained his 
advantage over Max 
Hunter to the chequered 
flag, with Ricky Horne 
and James Coulson next 
after Graeme Davis 
slowed on the final lap, 
but still managing to hold 
onto fifth ahead of Na-
than Burge.   

 

Kane Astin also smashed 
Tim Sims' thirteen year old 
lap record and now 
holds a comfortable 21 
point advantage over 
Niven Burge in the race 
to the 2009 title.

A  LOOK  BACK  AT 2000 
B Y  J E F F C A R T E R 

The first edition was 
put together using ex-
isting material, The 
Mini 40 Build article 
that was featured in 
the March issue of this 
newsletter, pictures of 
all the winners from 
the 1999 Awards Eve-
ning and reports from 
the four Winter Mini 
races held over two 
weekends at Snetter-
ton.  Ian Deviny and 
Jonathan Lewis took 
the Se7en and Miglia 
Winter titles respec-
tively.  There were 
also columns by Ian 
Scott and Tim Sims in 
the opening issue, 
giving two different 
perspectives on life 
in the Mini 7 Racing 
Club. 

 

The Summer issue of 
Pitlane  was pub-
lished on the 24 June 
and contained more 
features both written 
by yours truly and con-
tributions by members 
of the Club.  Steve Bell 
wrote two articles on 
his time in the Mini 7 
Racing Club with part 
1 appearing in the 
Summer issue.  I also 
wrote a feature on 
Peter Baldwin winning 
the Miglia race at 
Cadwell Park on his 
59th birthday and his 
five decades of racing 
Minis.  I wrote at the 
end of the feature 
that I wouldn’t bet 
against Peter lifting the 
title that year; well he 
went onto lift it five 
times!  There were also 
features on Paul 

Waterhouse and 
Rupert Hinde with an-
other thought provok-
ing contribution by Ian 
Scott. 

 

Looking back at the 
first two issues of Pit-
lane it struck me that 
there were a lot more 
contributions from 
members of the club .

get in touch.  

In 1999 I was working 
as a freelance mo-
torsport photo journal-
ist while holding down 
my ‘day job’ as a 
staffer on the local 
newspaper in Gran-
tham.  One of my cli-
ents in those days was 
Mini Magazine and it 
gave me the opportu-
nity to cover many of 
the Mini Se7en and 
Miglia races both 
photographically and 
in words.  I got chat-
ting to Steve Bell over 
a pint (at Brands I 
think) and he was of 
the opinion the M7RC 
needed someone to 
take on the role of 
press officer and 
magazine editor on a 
professional basis.
