certainly have the power 
to ruin the weekend !. I 
needn’t of worried the 
car sailed through with 
only one minor com-
ment, the tyre softener 
I’ve been using isn’t 
really allowed oh well 
C’est La Vie. 

Saturday 18 th July or 
Round Three! Cont/…. 
09:00 I start by 
“plumbing” all the ser-
vices back into the en-
gine, it never ceases to 
amaze me how the 
“easy” tasks seem to 
take for ever when 
you’re up against the 
clock. The rebuild is now 
in full flow with everything 
going well,  in fact too 
well as I make the fatal 
mistake of assuming that 
when you purchase 
(from a reputable sup-
plier)  an oil temperature 
sensor and sensor hous-
ing unit that they will be 
compatible and actually 
fit together, having just 
redesigned the oil cooler 
layout I find out that 
that’s not necessarily 
always the case, oh well 
back to the old layout. 

 

16:00 The beast…sorry 
Mig is ready and on the 
trailer set for Combe. The 
van is loaded with all 
race day necessities in-
cluding, a pack of fos-
ters, a pack of diet coke, 
a pack of rocky choccie 
biscuits and 4 high en-
ergy breakfast bars…I 
think I may have to look 
at my pre-race and race 
day diet !  Ready to go ! 

 

17:00 And then the 
conversation went some-
thing like this…..Wife - 
“You’ve been on that 
mini for the last 3 day’s 
we going to the park 
before you go”,  Profes-
sional Racing Driver ( me ) 
- but I’ve got to go I’ve 
got a two hour journey 
yet,   Wife - “I don’t care 
they’re your kids as well”. 
Well I wear the trousers in 
my house so I told her 
exactly what was going 
to happen and.....we 
took the kids to the park, 
that told her! Fatherly 
duty done, I set off for 
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“Must remember 

to do my three

a start...” 
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the picture that I was 
more than a little 
chuffed !  

 

12:00 Time for the es-
sential part of any race 
drivers carefully bal-
anced diet, the pit café 
full English. 

 

The next 2 – 3 hours were 
probably the least enjoy-
able part of the day, 
waiting for the race, the 
stop start rain. Although I 
will admit to wanting a 
wet race as I felt good 
about my car’s capabil-
ity. The wet/slick/wet/
slick/wet/slick debate 
went on all afternoon so 
having never been in this 
situation before I sought 
the advice of a few of 
the more seasoned rac-
ers who were more than 
happy to share their 
thoughts with me.  

 

15:30 Put the battery 
back in that Mr Saunders 
kindly let me charge up 
at his mobile workshop. 

 

16:00 Sitting on the 
grid safe in the knowl-
edge that the choice to 
go with wets probably 
just shaded it. It was a 
strange sensation sitting 
that far up the grid and 
all I can remember was 
“don’t stall it” “don’t stall 
it”. I needn’t have wor-
ried as there was more 
chance of burying myself 
in the ground with the 
amount of wheelspin I 
had (I must learn to use 
my clutch properly) 

 

As I check my mirrors I 
see Mr Hack still sitting on 
the grid, that’s it I’m go-
ing to win my first race 
just got to dispose of 
Thompson, Owens, Smith 
and then BTCC here I 
come, two corners later 
Mrs Munns dives up the 

inside I was tempted shut 
the door but my mum 
always taught me to 
hold open the door for 
Ladies (does that still 
count in racing 
though?) . Ok so now I’ve 
got to dispose of T.O.S.M 
before the BTCC call, the 
rest of the first lap was a 
bit of a blur due to rain, 
adrenaline but mostly 
because the inside of my 
car was starting to re-
semble a Turkish bath. 
Lesson learnt’ I will never 
ever again leave my car 
out in the elements !! 

 

The next lap saw Mr 
Hack looming large in 
my mirror. Well Mr Hack if 
you want my place your 
going to have to take it 
I’m not giving it to 
you…….oh you have 
taken it, oh well so now 
I’ve got T.O.S.M.H to dis-
pose of before the BTCC 
call, at which point I re-
member facing Mr Pea-
cock at rather high 
speed and seeing Mr A. 
Smith taking to the grass 
what happened after 
this I have no idea as I 
had my eyes shut !! 

 

Anyway quickly facing 
the correct direction I set 
off after the pack to find 
that visibility out of my 
front screen was almost 
non existent and after a 
further half lap it be-
came abundantly ap-
parent to me that the 
level of vision even with-
out any spray was not 
one at which I could 
continue at full racing 
speed so I was left with 
little option than to call it 
a day… lightweight / 
bottler / sensible…I’ll let 
you delete as you feel 
applicable !!.  

 

Sunday 19 th July, Race 
Day or Round Four ! 
10:30 This is it qualify-
ing, start car come on 
start, no joy flat battery 
quick fix a set of jump 
leads and the van bat-
tery are put in the pas-
senger seat to get me 
started then off we go. 
Must remember to do my 
three ‘Driving Miss Daisy’ 
Laps so I’m guaranteed 
a start, so I slowly start to 
build up speed and learn 
the circuit carefully tak-
ing on board the lines 
the kerbs, run off areas 
etc. I must stop here as 
the above is what I 
should have done, in 
reality I get onto the cir-
cuit slam my lead foot 
onto the accelerator 
and deal with any 
bumps/corners/kerbs as 
they happen, what is it 
about a race track that 
nulls the common sense 
genes or is it just me ? 

 

Anyway back to qualify-
ing and I find myself a 
few car lengths behind 
Mr Hack and Mr Thomp-
son and it would be 
wrong of me not to sit 
back and take a note of 
these guy’s lines would-
n’t it? Anyway the car 
feels good so I push it to 
its, and my ,limits (as the 
people on the pitlane 
wall will testify as I head 
to them sideways ! ) and 
I’ll admit to feeling 
slightly confident of a top 
10 place as the car felt 
good but to find out I’d 
qualified P4 was amaz-
ing.  

 

11:00 Phone wife to tell 
her about P4 qualifying.  
Phone dad to tell him 
about P4 qualifying.  
Phone mum to tell her 
about P4 qualifying.  
Phone brother to tell him 
about P4 qualifying. 
Phone … I think you get 
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“...hang around for 

what seems an age (I 

later find out this was 

due to the front 

runners having there 

turbo’d engines 

sealed)  to see if I’ve 

won £100…” 
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Combe circuit (well for a 
whole 3 laps!)  and to be 
fair it wasn’t a problem. 
The trailer went straight 
up the drive, however 
the left hand rear light 
cluster didn’t go with the 
trailer and was left in the 
holly bush, the right hand 
light cluster stayed on 
the trailer but is now bent 
at 90° to where it should 
be and the trailer tow 
arm is now bent appar-
ently caused by the 
“jackknifed angle” at 
which I slammed the 
trailer up the drive and If 
that wasn’t enough for 
good measure the 
jockey wheel bent as I 
jumped up and down 
and kicked the life out of 
an inanimate object!!  
And this racing is sup-
posed to be fun and en-
joyable ? 

 

22:00 W e e k e n d 
clothes shoved in wash-
ing bin and off to the 
spare room I go !! 

  

Finally, I must take a little 
time to thank a few peo-
ple who have enabled 
me to get onto the cir-
cuit in the first place and 
apologies for anyone 
missed out
