This is  only the third 
time in the Club’s his-
tory that a driver has 
won a hat-trick of 
Miglia titles, Russell 
Grady did it in 1986, 
1987 and 1988, and 
P e t e r  B a l d w i n 
achieved this remark-
able feat in 2003, 2004 
and 2005. 

 

“This feels absolutely 
brilliant; I’m over the 
moon,” Andy said after 
the race.  “I’ve en-
joyed my motorsport 
this year more than 
any other year.  This 
car hasn’t necessarily 
been the fastest car on

At the end of lap 7 of the 
Mini Se7en race at Croft 
on Saturday 22/08/09, 
Kane Astin {car no. 3} 
was shown a Black/
Orange flag. This fol-
lowed the request from 
the Scrutineers, as Kane’s 
car was dragging part of 
the exhaust system. This 
flag was displayed at the 
end of laps 7, 8 & 9. Kane 
failed to comply with this 
flag and continued to 
the end of lap 10, the 
end of the race. After 
the race, Kane was inter-
viewed by Steve Burns, 
the Clerk of the Course 
and excluded from the 
results of the race for 
failing to comply with the 
Black/Orange flag signal 
{MSA Regulation G80k}. 
His competition licence 
was endorsed with 4 
penalty points. 

 

On Sunday morning, Au-
gust 23rd 2009, I re-
quested a meeting with 
Steve Burns to clarify ex-
actly the reason for ex-

clusion. This would be 
important in deciding 
whether Kane could or 
could not drop the 
Round in question. In re-
ferring to the Mini Se7en 
Racing Club Champion-
ship regulations {SR 4.2.3 
Addi t i onal  speci fic 
Championship penalties} 
it indicates that the of-
fence is:  

Driving in a manner in-
compatible with general 
safety [C(d)1(e)] where 
the Clerk of the Course 
imposes a penalty 
greater than a repri-
mand. In the event that 
these penalties are im-
posed, the competitor is 
obliged to count the 
event(s) as one contrib-
uting to their overall 
Challenge position. 

 

Steve Burns reported that 
Kane was excluded for a 
flag infringement and 
not C{d}1{e}, therefore 
according to our regula-
tions there is no require-
ment for him to count 
Round 7 as one of his 
eight scores towards his 
overall total in the 2009 
Dunlop Mini Se7en Chal-
lenge.’

The franetic pace 
of the race saw the lead-
ing places change on 
every lap with Astin hold-
ing third from Ian Deviny, 
Ricky Horne, Andrew 
Deviny and Nathan 
Burge at the halfway 
point. 

 

Astin’s race continued to 
seesaw as he raced side 
by side into Clervaux with 
Spark on lap six. as he 
challenged for second 
before dropping back to 
seventh. A dislodged 
section of bodywork un-
der his car caught the 
attention of the race 

Max Hunter put himself 
into a strong position in 
the Se7en Challenge 
after an inspiried drive 
saw him record his sec-
ond win in a row as 
championship leader 
Kane Astin ended the 
race pointless after being 
excluded from the race 
for ignoring safety flags.

Deviny swapped places 
throughout the last two 
laps. Spark was able to 
clinch third with tight in-
side pass through Haw-
thorns on the final lap.  
Ricky Horne and Nathan 
Burge completed the top 
six, with Graeme Davis a 
deserved seventh after 
his heavy impact in test-
ing on Friday.  

 

Kane Astin opted to re-
main on track .and was 
excluded from the results 
for failing to comply with 
the flag signals.  Max
