Prior to the awards eve-
ning, the Committee met 
in the hotel to discuss 
various items, one being 
the topic of driving stan-
dards. This has become a 
concern towards the 
end of the season, culmi-
nating in a rather ‘messy’ 
final round at Snetterton. 
Steve Burns joined us at 
the meeting and indi-
cated that one way to 
overcome the problem 
{which was not one to 
cause great concern} 
was to purchase addi-
tional in-car cameras, 
preferably so that every 
car would carry such a 
device. This has been the 
approach of the Mini 
Challenge but the cost 
of this would be consid-
erable {about £250 per 
car}. The summary is that 
this is ‘out of the ques-
tion’, but having more 
cameras ‘across the 
field’ is being consid-
ered. On the topic of 
video evidence, it has 
been decided to sell the 
video tapes to the drivers 
that carry the cameras 
at a price of £20. This will 
only take place at the 
end of the season, when 
the Championship tables 
have been finalised. The 
Committee is still investi-
gating other ways of 
tackling driving standard 
issues and will report this 
at the AGM. For those 
who might have missed 

the announcement on 
the forum, this will be on 
Sunday February 7th at 
the Chiltern Hotel, Luton. 

Also at the meeting, a 
representative of SPAX 
was invited to attend, to 
discuss plans for 2011. 
SPAX have indicated 
that they will continue 
supporting the Club, 
through the Spax Im-
prover awards, in 2010, 
with an added incentive 
during 2011, There will be 
more news about this in 
the next few months. 
Whilst on the subject of 
sponsorship, Giles Insur-
ance have also shown 
interest in supporting the 
Club in 2010,  I will be 
having a meeting with 
Corgi next week, yet 
again to make plans for 
the future. The M7RC 
have put together a 
plan, which will not only 
be advantageous to 
Corgi, but also to the 
Club. As I indicated on 
the forum, the models of 
Mark Smith and Dave 
Edgecombe are now 
available. Either see the 
Club shop for details or 
come and see ‘us’ at 
RACE CAR LIVE. As far as 
I know, the models that 
have been planned for 
release in 2010 are still 
going ahead. My thanks 
to Corgi for their contin-
ued support, in fact 2010 
will represent a 10-year 
association with the 
Club. 33 different models 
have been produced for 
the Club, representing 
and income of around 
£35,000!
