| have been in discussion
with SPAX, Giles Insur-
ance and Corgi since my
last ‘ramblings’. There will
be more information on
the first two in the next
few weeks, but on the
subject of Corgi ~ the
Corgi models have repre-
sented a tremendous in-
come to Club over the ten
years that they have been
sponsoring the Club. Not
only have some Members
benefited by having their

cars modelled {a great
delight in itself} but also
income of the order of
£35,000 has resulted from
this arrangement. This is
to some degree about to
end, and in this financial
climate, understandable
to some degree. To re-
ceive 150 complimentary
models was a great sur-
prise to Hornby, who have
now taken over Corgi. In
summary, the Club will
only receive 20 models!
Discussions are still to be
finalised, but it is clear
that Corgi still wish to
model the Club cars in the
future. One suggestion
from the Club has been to
run two Corgi cars in
2010, one Mini 7 or S
Class and one Mini Miglia.
These cars will ‘release’
the car’s roof to Corgi, by
carrying the Corgi logo
and as a result, will be
modelled and marketed
during the season as the
Corgi car for that season.
The owners who wish to
participate in this idea will
be able to put their cars
forward and these will
then be voted on by the
Committee and Corgi be-
fore the season starts.

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INTERVIEWWITH NORMAN FINN

The Norman Finn Tro-
phy is presented to the

driver with the most
pole positions in Mini
Se7ens and was won
this year by Kane
Astin. At the recent
RaceCar Live event at
Brands Hatch Norman
Finn, who raced Mini
Se7ens in the 1970s,
was there with his Por-
sche 968 in the Por-
sche Club garage and

came down to say

hello where he had a

quick chat with Jeff

Carter.

"I started racing Minis in
1971 and continued until
1979. I have fond
memories of that time.
There were enormous
grids and it was very diffi-
cult to get a place, there
were always reserves.
Unless you got your entry
forms in on time you
stood a chance of not
getting a race at all. As
the season went on and
you were running rea-
sonably high in the
championship you were
given preferential treat-
ment. It was great rac-
ing though and the ca-
maraderie was a big part
of it and it was just a
good weekend away.
Everybody helped every-
body in the paddock but
on the track it was every
man for himself, which is
fair enough.

"I was up against such as
Reg Armstrong, Chris Ty-
rell, Graham Wenham
and Mick Moss, who
were always front runners
and very quick boys. |
think I'm right in saying
that Reg Armstrong held
lap records for quite a
long time at most of the
circuits. Around here at

Brands Hatch Mick Moss
was the quickest ever
and pretty untouchable
here |1 would have said.
For constancy Reg and
Chris Tyrell were the driv-
ers.

"I have to be honest |
haven't seen the Mini
Se7ens for many years
and looking at these cars

it would be nice to pick it

up again and familiarise

myself with the specifica-
tions. In my day they
were only 850cc and it
would be interesting to

look at the times com-
pared to the 850 cars.
It's great to see that
there are still big grids,
which so many formulas
haven't now.

"The Norman Finn Trophy
came about because |
had about nine seasons
of pretty good racing
and met a lot of really
good people and | just
felt it would be nice to
leave something behind
as | moved on to some-
thing else and that's how
it really came about. We
looked for something
that was a little bit differ-
ent and there wasn't a
trophy for pole positions
so we settled on that."

"A lot of friends | made in
this club | still have, but
unfortunately we're all
getting old now, but it is
great to see the Mini 7
Racing Club continuing
to thrive."
